or parents are willing and able to provide the child with a safe environment.

BEFORE ME, the undersigned authority, personally appeared Paul Dyer, who was sworn by me
and deposed as follows:

"My name is Paul Dyer. I am of sound mind and capable of making this affidavit. T have
reviewed the Department’s Motion for Conservatorship and Further Orders, and the facts stated
in the Petition and in this Affidavit are within my personal knowledge and are true and correct.”

Facts Necessitating Removal

On April 3rd, 2008, the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services became involved in an
investigation alleging the Sexual and Physical Abuse of children residing on a polygamist ranch
where some underage girls are married and some are pregnant or have given birth while underage.

On Friday, April 4, 2008, investigation supervisor Lynn McFadden received a cell phone call from
Dr. Lloyd Barlow who wanted to talk with someone from CPS about their legal authority to
interview the girls on the YFZ ranch. Dr. Barlow explained that he was an MD, family physician
that had been on the Ranch almost since it started four years ago. During the conversation, Lynn
McFadden asked Dr. Barlow what a young woman’s recourse was should she be a victim of
domestic violence. Dr. Barlow stated that the church elders would handle the situation first. Dr.
Barlow was asked if he had ever delivered children to girls under the age of 18 on the Ranch, and he
said many times both on this Ranch and in other places.

As of July 25, 2008, Dr. Lloyd Barlow has not made any type of child abuse or sexual abuse of a
child report to the Schleicher County Sheriff’s department even though he stated that he has
delivered children to under age females.

During the investigation, documents were reviewed that were taken from the YFZ ranch under a
search warrant. One document taken under the search warrant is a Bishop’s Record Family Group
Sheet Records show that Dr. Lloyd Barlow married Sylvia Elizabeth Johnson Barfow on 1-13-2001.
The same document stated the birth date for Sylvia Elizabeth Johnson Barlow to be 1-24-1984. This
document shows that Dr. Lioyd Hammon Barlow married Sylvia Elizabeth Johnson Barlow while
she was 16 years of age. This document has been attached to this affidavit as Atiachment A.
Another document entitled Father’s Family Information Sheet Bishop’s Record shows that Dr.
Lloyd Hammon Barlow has 4 wives. This docuoment has been attached to this affidavit as
Attachment B.

Due to the fact that Pr. Lloyd Barlow himself was involved in a marriage with an under age female
and that Dr. Lloyd Barlow had delivered children to under age females, the Department believes Dr.
Barlow is not a safe or appropriate caregiver. The Department attempted to implement a safety plan
agreement with his wife, Alice Fay Barlow to keep their two children Virginia Kloe Barlow, age
13 and Lynda L.. Barlow, age 5 safe.

On June 30, 2008 Special Investigator Eric Sanders met with Alice Fay Barlow and her attorney
Linda Gregory and requested that Alice Fay Barlow sign the safety plan which stated that Alice Fay
Barlow would not allow Dr. Lloyd Barlow to have contact with Virginia Kloe Barlow or her sister,
Linda L. Barlow. Alice Fay Barlow refused to agree to the safety plan and refused to sign the plan.

On July 10, 2008 Special Investigator Eric Sanders and 1 went to the home of Alice Fay Barlow for
an unannounced home visit. After hours of negotiations between Alice Fay Barlow and her attorney
Linda Gregory we were allowed entrance into the home. During the home visit Alice Fay Barlow
said that Dr. Lloyd Barlow does in fact live in the home but was at another one of his homes at that
time. Again T presented the same safety plan to Alice Fay Barlow that was previously presented to
Alice Fay Barlow by Eric Sanders. Alice Fay Barlow again refused to sign the safety plan stating
that she could see no reason to keep Dr. Lloyd Barlow away from his children. This safety plan has
been attached to this affidavit as Attachment C.

On July 15, 2008 I contacted Linda Gregory, who is the attorney for Alice Fay Barlow, by phone
and requested relative placement information. As of this date I have not received any relative
placement information from Linda Gregory or Alice Fay Barlow.

On July 22, 2008 Dr. Lloyd Barlow was indicted by a Schleicher County grand jury on three counts
of failure to report child abuse.

The Department has attempted to engage Alice Fay Barlow to cooperate with efforts necessary to
address the safety concerns related to her children and their father, Dr. Lloyd Barlow based on the
facts stated above. Alice Fay Barlow refuses to cooperate with the Department in the protection of
her children.

Based on the following facts, 1 believe that 13 year old Virginia and 5 year old Lynda would be in
danger if left in the care of Alice Faye Barlow or Dr. Lloyd Barlow:

On April 4, 2008 Dr. Lloyd Barlow told investigative supervisor, Lynn McFadden that he
had delivered children to under aged girls at the YFZ ranch and other places many times.

As of July 25, 2008, Dr. Lloyd Barlow has not made any type of child abuse or sexual abuse
of a child report to the proper authorities.

On July 22, 2008 Dr. Lloyd Barlow was indicted by a Schleicher County grand jury on three
counts of failure to report child abuse.

Records show that Dr. Lloyd Barlow has four wives.

Records show that Dr. Lloyd Barlow married Sylvia Elizabeth Johnson Barlow on 1-13-
2001, when she was only 16 years of age.

Refusal by Alice Faye Barlow to sign a safety plan to be protective of her children.

Confirmation by Alice Faye Barlow during a home visit on July 10, 2008 that Dr. Lloyd
Barlow does live in the home.

As of the date of signing this affidavit, the Department has yet to receive the requested
relative placement information for the children.

Alice Fay Barlow’s refusal to cooperate with the Department in the protection of her
children.

“Based on the above facts, I believe reasonable efforts have been made to prevent or eliminate
the need to remove the child from the child’s home, and allowing the child to remain in the home
would be contrary to the child’s welfare.”

The allegations are the
Sexual and Physical Abuse of children residing on a polygamist ranch where some underage girls
are married and some are pregnant or have given birth while underage.

On June 30, 2008 I interviewed Alice Faye Barlow at the State Child Protective Service Office in
Round Rock, Texas. This interview focused on child abuse that is alleged to have taken place at the
YFZ Ranch in Schleicher County.

On June 30, 2008, I presented a safety plan to attorney Linda Gregory which had been previously
approved by Supervisor Angie Voss. This safety plan is attached to the Affidavit as Attachment A,
and this safety plan is written as follows:

“Alice F. Barlow shall not allow Lloyd Barlow to have any contact, in any form, or be in the
presence of Virginia Kloe Barlow or Lynda L. Barlow. Alice F. Barlow shall notify Law
Enforcement and Child Protective Services immediately if Alice F. Barlow discovers that Lloyd has
had any form of contact with Virginia Kloe Barlow or Lynda L. Barlow.”

“Alice F. Barlow shall prevent Virginia Kloe Barlow and Lynda L. Barlow from being within 1000
feet of the location known as the “YFZ Ranch” in Eldorado, Texas.”

Attorney Linda Gregory told me she did not believe that Alice F. Barlow would agree to this safety
plan. Linda Gregory asked if telephone contact would be permissible. In return, I made contact with
Supervisor Lynn McFadden, who stated that no changes would be implemented in this safety plan;
it stands as it is written. Linda Gregory told me she would not agree to this safety plan. Due to the
ongoing joint investigation between CPS and Law Enforcement I could not divulge all the facts
CPS is relying upon in requesting that Dr. Lloyd Barlow have no contact with his children Virginia
and Lynda. I left a signed copy of this safety plan with Linda Gregory.

I made contact with Alice F. Barlow asking if I could do a home visit. Alice F. Barlow refused to
allow me access to the home. Alice F. Barlow would not agree to the Safety Plan as written.

On July 01, 2008 Family Attorney Linda Gregory came to the CPS Office in San Angelo meeting
with CPS Legal and Administration. I later learned from Supervisor Lynn McFadden that Alice F.
Barlow was still refusing to sign the safety plan as written.

On July 10, 2008 I accompanied CPS Special Investigator Paul Dyer to an unannounced home visit
at the Alice F. Barlow residence in Round Rock on Brighton Place. It took approximately 3 ¥2 hours
to be allowed access into the residence. We took a group photograph of all who were present inside
of the residence. We checked to ensure that the residence contained food, water, electricity,
clothing, beds, as well as to ensure that this place was free of any dangers to the children. Again,
Alice F. Barlow was presented with another safety plan, which I read to her so that it would be clear
what was contained in this safety plan. I explained to Alice F. Barlow that this was exactly the same
information contained mn the same safety plan that had been previously present to her on June 30,
2008. Alice F. Barlow again refused to sign this safety plan, and said that they are working on a
Safety Plan of their own to present to CPS.

During the investigation documents were reviewed that were taken from the YFZ ranch under a
search warrant. One document, obtained under the search warrant, is a Bishop’s Record Family
Group Sheet that shows that Dr. Lloyd Hammon Barlow married Sylvia Elizabeth Johnson Barlow
while she was 16 years of age. This document is attached to the affidavit of Paul Dyer which is
filed in this matter.

Due to the fact that Dr. Lloyd Barlow himself was involved in a marriage with an under age female
and that Dr. Lloyd Barlow failed to report child abuse to the proper authorities when he delivered
children to under age females, the Department believes Dr. Barlow is not a safe or appropriate
caregiver. The Department attempted to implement a safety plan agreement with Alice Fay Barlow
to keep Virginia Kloe Barlow and Linda .. Barlow safe.

The Department has made reasonable efforts to prevent or eliminate the need to remove the
children from the children's home, and allowing the children to remain in the home would be
contrary to the children's welfare.
